Why have sirens?

A The siren network is intended to alert workers and
residents who are outside their residence or place of
work.

A They supplement existing Mass Naotification systems for
those who may not be able to receive a traditional
notification.

A While they may be audible indoors, noise levels inside a
building greatly affect a resident's ability to hear the
outdoor warning devices.

A The activation will consist of an alert tone and a voice
message regarding the nature of the emergency.
